Alternative textbook for six/eight-year grammar schools – Man and Nature

Subject brief characteristics:


Schools’ syllabus is using Education Framework Programmes based on domains rather than separate subjects. The domains integrate the previous subjects related in a way or another so that their relations and binds are demonstrated and work together.  


The “Man and Nature” domain of teaching comprises the issues related to natural phenomena exploration. The goal is to get the students acquainted with and aware of natural phenomena and laws to learn the fundamentals necessary for understanding modern technology and practical results of sciences. The students are expected to learn nature being a system of interconnected and interacting parts and the basics of science way of thinking. The domain consists of the following fields: Physics, Chemistry, Biology and Geography. 


Owing to the novelty of the approach to science learning there are no texts to read that would integrate the fields of science within the meaning as mentioned above at the second and/or third education levels. 


Thesis objective is to form a general concept of such a text as well as a draft text for schools at the second level of education (lower grades of eight or six-year grammar schools) or at the typical grammar school syllabus level (third level). The text should integrate the fields of Physics, Chemistry and Biology, at least.


Thesis is suitable for a biophysics field of study graduate.
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
